5. Any rabbit/cavy showing signs of disease will be removed from the 

showroom and any entry fees will be forfeited. 
6. All rabbits must be permanently and legibly tattooed in the left ear or the 

rabbit will be eliminated from the show. 
7. Rabbits must be entered in a regular class in the open show to be 

eligible in the fur class. The same rabbit shall not be shown in both open 
and youth show. 

8. Parents must be responsible for their children and their conduct at 
all times. Disciplinary action can result in expulsion from the show 
and forfeiture of entry fees and show winnings. 

9. NO remark cards will be used.  Cards will be available at the tables for 
exhibitors to record the judge’s comments if so desired. 

10. All monies for entry fees must be received by the show secretaries 
before 8:00 A.M. day of show. 

11. ABSOLUTELY NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE PERMITTED, 
12. NO SMOKING INSIDE THE BUILDING, NO EXCEPTIONS. 
13. SUBSTITUTIONS ARE LIMITED TO SAME SEX, CLASS OR VARIETY AND MUST

18. All entries including disqualifications, eliminations, scratches or no 

shows must be paid for unless a 24 hour notice is given prior to the start 
of the show. 

 

 
20. Each youth exhibitor is responsible for bringing his animal to the table when 

classes are called.
